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INTERNATIONAL COURSE IN DIAGNOSTICS OF SPEECH PERCEPTION IN CHILDREN: May, 2007, Budapest, Hungary

Diagnostical Procedure for the Evaluation of Children’s Speech Perception and Comprehension (GMP)

One of the most severe problems affecting children all over the world is their various and generally hidden difficulties in successful speech processing. Disorders and deficits in speech perception and comprehension exert a negative influence on children’s language acquisition processes as well as the acquisition of reading and writing skills.
Course content. The course will provide an introduction to the use of the English and the German version of the GMP diagnostics tool. It will give an overview of the theoretical background, but its main focus will be on hands-on experience. The diagnostic procedure was originally developed in Hungarian (for Hungarian-speaking children) and has been successfully used for more than a decade in Hungary and in the neighboring countries. The results of GMP provide information about 20 different processes of the speech perception mechanism in children aged between 3 and 13. In recent years the GMP procedure has been adapted to English and German, too.

Working languages: English and German

The author of the GMP is prof. dr. Mária Gósy who is a phonetician and a psycholinguist with speech diagnostic (clinical) experience (Linguistics Institute, Hungarian Academy of Science and Eötvös Loránd University, Budapest, Hungary).
